At
two of the prisons, we did Bible studies along with the
visitation and services. A chaplain at one of the
prisons asked us if we could do Bible study on both
the medium and minimum units next time; we had
only been doing it on the medium side. At another
prison, we had not been able to do visitation, just
Bible studies and services — now we are able to do
visitation as well.
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I would like to say again, “The Lord has opened doors
where no one else can.” Amen!

Bro. David Harrelson and | met with the head chaplain
in SC to talk about the SC Blitz and how the Ministry
can help the prisons there. We introduced him to the
Officers’ New Testament; since then we have been
getting requests for those New Testaments, both in SC
and NC.
